A standout
feature of “Tarayed” is its status as a local product that meets the
highest international standards. It adheres to rigorous biosecurity
and control measures to ensure product quality and maintain
disease-free conditions, while also fulfilling the nutritional needs
of birds and animals.

The company hasimplemented a range of precautionary measures,
including a comprehensive biosecurity program across its six farms,
to enhance the safety of its products.

It operates laboratories that adhere to specific protocols to ensure
that parent flocks remain free of diseases, both vertically and
horizontally transmitted. Additionally, the company has a maximum
production capacity of 100 cartons per day.
