The Al Ghadeer Emirati Crafts Pa-
vilion highlights products crafted by
Emirati women artisans. Established
in 2006 under the vision of Her High-
ness Sheikha Shamsa bint Hamdan Al
Nahyan, this non-profit initiative aims
to promote economic sustainability in
the local community through Emirati
crafts while preserving the UAE's cul-
tural heritage. It features traditional
crafts like Sadu, Khous, Talli, and pot-
tery, along with contemporary designs
that offer a modern twist on these art
forms.

Craftswomen'’s skills

At the Abu Dhabi International Hunt-
ing and Equestrian Exhibition, organ-
ized by the ADNEC Group in collab-
oration with the Emirates Falconers’
Club, Al Ghadeer’s participation in the
Emirati Crafts highlights its heritage.
Skilled Emirati craftswomen practice
traditional techniques, such as wicker-
work, which is presented in both natu-
ral and dyed colors for added appeal.
In another area, a craftswoman dis-
plays her leatherwork, creating small
wallets and folders featuring local
symbols such as palm trees, falcons,
and camels.

The craftswomen'’s products exempli-
fy the project’s goal of qualifying and
empowering Emirati women to revive
traditional crafts while also teaching
them skills in drawing, handicrafts, and
sewing. These efforts are essential for
preserving heritage and passing it on
to future generations.

Community interaction

The Al Ghadeer Pavilion features a di-
verse array of exhibits, including pot-
tery, wicker items such as boxes and
storage containers, as well as cushions
and leather products adorned with
traditional motifs. Additionally, Sadu
products are on display. While many of
these pieces are available for purchase
by visitors, some are presented solely
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for display purposes, having been cre-
ated for special occasions celebrated
in the country.

The Al Ghadeer Pavilion features a
vibrant coffee corner and café that
enhances the atmosphere and fosters
community engagement. Guests can
enjoy coffee while browsing products
and watching craftswomen at work.
With over 15 years of participation
in the exhibition, Al Ghadeer aims to
showcase traditional Emirati crafts,
reinforce national identity, and pass
down these skills to younger genera-
tions.

This project highlights the significant
role of women and emphasizes the
importance of their social presence
alongside men, both historically and
in contemporary society. To date, the
initiative has successfully attracted
around 500 craftswomen, with more

Some garments are worn at the waist
and suspended over the shoulders, of-
ten adorned with colorful beads, while
others are more practical. In the "Mod-
esty and Elegance” section, you can
explore the “Suwayya,” a traditional
abaya worn by Emirati women during
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significant social events, such as hol-
idays and weddings, showcasing an-
cient Emirati heritage fashion.

The corner offers an engaging expe-
rience that connects visitors to Emi-
rati heritage. Guests can wear tradi-
tional costumes for souvenir photos
and participate in a workshop on the
“Mahzam” (belt) and its cultural im-
portance. The intricate inscriptions
on the “Mahzam” employ specialized
techniques to create their designs.

Innovative Projects

The pavilion showcases key programs
and events by the Abu Dhabi Herit-
age Authority, including the Al Dha-
fra Heritage Festival, where visitors
can enjoy a virtual tour of its history
and register to participate. Addition-
ally, there is a section highlighting the
latest developments in the 12th sea-
son of “Million's Poet.”
