Additionally, a Saluki Hunting Show
will debut, highlighting a unique fusion

For the first time in its history, the Arena
Shows Area will host an Arabian Horse
Auction on September 5th, offering a
unique opportunity for attendees to
bid on some of the finest Arabian horses
in an event that beautifully blends
tradition with excitement.

Auction returns on September 1st,
following an impressive previous edition
that saw sales surpass AED 2.5 million.
This auction will once again feature
a curated selection of camels from
esteemed bloodlines.




Falcon Auction
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The latest Abu Dhabi International
Hunting and Equestrian Exhibition
(ADIHEX) will introduce new activities,
including eight falcon auctions—four
held prior to the event and four dur-
ing—along with an online auction that
will run throughout the exhibition.

Participants can register in person or
online for an auction featuring elegant
falcons known for their exceptional
hunting skills, sourced from top farms.

This initiative, part of the ADNEC
Group's collaboration with the Emir-
ates Falconers’' Club, aims to enhance
the falcon auction experience, building
on the success of the previous event,

which is now recognized as a major
heritage event in the region.

In the four auctions leading up to the
exhibition, 26 elite falcons were sold for
a total of AED 1,343,000. The top sale
on the first day was an American “Gar-
mousha Pure” falcon, which sold for
AED 350,000. This reflects the strong
public turnout at the exhibition and its
increasing prominence in the region.

Social Responsibility

The third auction featured a Brit-
ish-bred “Ger Pure” falcon from Al
Wathba Farm that sold for AED 70,000,
the event's highest price, with proceeds
going to the Emirates Red Crescent.
On August 24, two more auctions oc-

curred: the German Hunting Farm sold
a Gyr Shaheen falcon for AED 30,000,
and KH-UK Farm offered a Gyr Tebaa
falcon for AED 31,000, raising total do-
nations to AED 131,000.

This accomplishment underscores the
exhibition's dedication to humanitarian
initiatives and highlights its role in fos-
tering social responsibility. It blends the
celebration of heritage with exception-
al organization while embodying the
ideals of charity. Upcoming auctions
will take place in Conference Hall (A)
at the Abu Dhabi National Exhibition
Centre (ADNEC) on August 30, 31, and
September 6, 7, starting at 7:30 p.m.

Those interested in participating can
register on the exhibition's website,
create an account, and submit a re-
fundable security deposit to begin
their bidding journey.

The 22nd edition of the Abu Dhabi International Hunting and Equestrian Exhibition (ADIHEX) is set to
showcase an unprecedented array of elite local and international companies across various sectors. The
number of exhibiting companies and brands is anticipated to increase to 2,068 in 2025, up from 1,713 in 2024,
representing a growth rate of over 21%.

The total exhibition area is expected to expand by 7%, reaching 92,000 square metersin 2025, up from 86,000
square meters in the previous year. International participation will extend to 68 countries, representing a 5%
rise from the last edition, with the addition of 11 new countries. This growth highlights the exhibition’s esteemed
reputation on both regional and international levels.

This edition will feature the debut of several new events, including eight falcon auctions—four scheduled
to take place before the exhibition and four during the event. The total number of participating sectors has
increased by 36%, rising from 11 to 15, and encompasses a diverse array of activities, such as camel racing,
saluki racing, and knife exhibitions, in addition to the marketplace. Moreover, the number of events aimed
at the local community has doubled, now totaling 21 compared to 12 in the 2024 edition. Notably, there has
been a remarkable quadrupling of falcon farm participation, with a record 46 local and international farms
involved.

The growth in performance indicators underscores the continuous efforts of the ADNEC Group, in
collaboration with the Emirates Falconers’ Club, to host an event that aligns with Abu Dhabi's esteemed
regional and international reputation. This exhibition further solidifies its role as a premier global platform
for showcasing the UAE's cultural heritage, enhancing national capabilities, and safeguarding both cultural
and environmental legacies for future generations.
