Additionally, the organizing committee
has established various procedures and
regulations concerning the purchase
and sale of knives. Notably, sales to in-
dividuals under the legal age are pro-
hibited. Knives must be handed over to

including the Mohamed bin Zayed
Falconry School, the International Fes-
tival of Falconry, the Arabian Saluki
Center, the Mohamed bin Zayed Rap-
tor Conservation Fund, the Ministry of
Climate Change and Environment, the
International Association for Falconry
(IAF), the CIC, Roscongress, and exter-
nal partners such as the Environment
Agency-Abu Dhabi, Majid Magazine,
and the International Fund for Hou-
bara Conservation. Completing the
passport earns them exclusive rewards.

Interactive challenges such as “Test
Your Knowledge in Falconry” are avail-
able across four levels: beginner, inter-
mediate, advanced, and professional,
allowing children to explore falconry
history and techniques at their own
pace.

To foster creativity, children can also
design and decorate traditional fal-
con hoods (burga) using art materials,
combining cultural heritage with per-
sonal expression.
